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Deluge at Early Third Millennium BC over the Mesopotamia

Abstract Evidence of historical, archaeological and palaeo-climatic records indicated that deluge occurred at early
third millennium over the Mesopotamia. Firstly, folklore of deluge was recorded in the Old Testament. Later, ar-
chaeological studies during the 19th century on the cuneiform of clay tablet found also the description of the deluge
which is very similar to that in the Old Testament. Finally, palaeo-climatic data supported the finding of the occur-
rence of deluge at early third millennium BC over the Mesopotamia.
